Everyone had fun seeing new coun-
try. We did not find any fish, but there was some bugs so I think it has possibilities. Jason will look at all the pictures and 
bug samples to see what he thinks.  
   The Chapter Campout was a good time again this year, lot of Brook Trout to eat and nice weather to enjoy. Some of us 
stayed to catch more fish and then help with the Soldier Creek Cutthroat transfer. We helped Game and Fish electro fish 
Soldier Creek to save a strain of Cutthroats that have evolved there. The Cutts were moved over to Buckskin Ed Creek to 
establish a population there, and some will be moved back to Soldier Creek after the chemical treatment is complete.  
    The next project was Dead Indian Creek second chemical treatment in late August, then that section of creek can be 
stocked with Cutthroats next year.

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 (Basic Materials List) 
Hook: Dry fly hook, 1x long, size 8-16 barbless  

or barb mashed, thank you. 
Thread: Black 6/0 

Hackle: Black or Grizzly sized to the hook 
Body: 2mm black closed cell fly foam.   

Width is about as wide as the  hook gape and length 2-3 
times shank length. 

Locator: Any high visibility material.   
Blaze orange para-post is used in the illustrations. 

Step 1 
Wrap a base layer of thread and tie in 

the pre-cut foam behind the eye.  Wrap 
the thread tightly toward the bend, cap-
turing the foam.  Wrap to just beyond 

the bend.  Wrap back toward the eye to 
just in front of the hook point. 

Steps 2 and 3 
Tie in hackle 

and wrap 
thread to be-
hind the eye. 
Palmer the 

hackle to be-
hind the eye 
and tie off. 
Trim hackle 
fibers on top 
of the hook 

shank. 

Step 4 
Fold the foam over the hook 

shank, wrap and tie behind the 
eye. I go ahead and throw a cou-
ple whip finishes at this point. 
Trim the foam to create a head. 

Step 5 
Tie in a couple of inches or so of 
high viz material.  Wrap and whip 
finish.  Trim the  locator to about 

a quarter or half inch. 
I usually don’t cement, but you 

can if desired.

Terrestrials Made Easy 
  Our seasonal window when it comes to fishing terrestrials is fairly narrow 
and varies from year to year with either an abundance or lack of certain terres-
trial insects. 
   I chose the beetle for this issue because; a) It is simple to tie and you can 
whip out a lot of these in a short time, and; b) it is very often deadly.  A hop-
per or cricket can be equally deadly, but can often be rather difficult to tie.   
   For the most part, these two most common terrestrials are fished the same 
way, in the same conditions. 

   To a trout, terrestrials are like Thanksgiving dinner with 
a banana split on top.  In other words, an amazing treat 
only available for a short time.  Most of the time, a trout’s 
diet is more meat and potatoes consisting of  nymphs and 
other water borne bugs. 
   By definition, a terrestrial is a land dwelling insect, 
spending their entire lives on land unless an outside force 
causes them to take a tumble into the water.  Be it rain, 
wind, grass or limbs being disturbed by a passing creature, 
or just the occasional clumsiness, these guys will fall in to 
become a treat for an opportunistic and often large trout. 
How and when to fish terrestrials: 
   Common sense rules here.  Cast your fly in areas that 
terrestrials might fall in.  For example, along the edges, 
especially if grass or other vegetation overhang the water.  
If there happens to be a deep hole along the edge, so much 
the better.  Adding a dropper is also a possibility. 
   Fish as you would any dry fly with a natural drift.  Di-
rectly upstream while stripping slack works well. 
   Fish terrestrials when conditions exist causing these crit-
ters to fall overboard.  Directly after or even during a rain 
shower is a good time, as is during a breezy day on a 
meadow stream.   
   I also like late in the day from around sunset until almost 
dark.  This is when you’ll really appreciate the high visi-
bility locator added to the old stink bug.    
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
